     Following oral announcement of the disposi-

�on of their decision in late March, which per-

mi�ed the trial to resume at first opportunity, 

the Trial Chamber of the Extraordinary Chambers 

in the Courts of Cambodia issued on 26 April its 

wri�en decision on the severance of Case 002. 

This new severance decision was rendered a'er 

the Supreme Court Chamber on 8 February an-

nulled the original severance of Case 002 in Sep-

tember 2011, asser�ng that Trial Chamber had 

provided insufficient reasoning for its previous 

decision and had failed to adequately consult the 

par�es prior to making its decision. 

     The new decision on the severance of Case 

002 was issued following submissions by all par-

�es at hearings scheduled by the Trial Chamber 

in February and March.  A'er having reconsid-

ered the co-prosecutors’ request to include 

crimes allegedly commi�ed at S-21 within the 

scope of the first trial, as well as the defence 

teams’ opposi�on to any form of severance and 

request to try the Closing Order in its en�rety, 

the Trial Chamber concluded it was in the inter-

est of jus�ce to sever the proceedings in Case 

002.  

     In its wri�en decision, the Trial Chamber em-

phasized that it was mo�vated by the advanced 

age and physical frailty of both remaining Ac-

cused, and concerns that the Chamber might 

otherwise be unable to conclude any verdict in 

Case 002.  It had calculated that it may take 

months to accommodate the request from the co

-prosecu�on to include allega�ons concerning S-

21 within this trial, and years to complete the 

trial of the en�rety of Case 002, as sought by the 

defence.  As such, it ruled that the charges in the 

first trial of Case 002 will be limited to the alleged 

crimes against humanity related to the forced

Khieu Samphan’s Application for Re-

     The Trial Chamber of the Extraordinary 

Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia on 26 

April rejected Khieu Samphan’s 29 March 

applica�on for immediate release on bail. 

A'er a hearing held on 11 April, the Trial 

Chamber ordered the con�nued deten�on of 

Khieu Samphan in order to ensure his pres-

ence during the proceedings (Internal Rule 63 

(3) (b)(iii)). 

     In its submissions, Khieu Samphan’s de-

fence argued that the risks ini�ally cited as 

jus�fying Khieu Samphan’s provisional deten-

�on are now low or non-existent and can be 

Khieu Samphan examines a document during a 

hearing in Case 002. 

mi�gated by appropriate judicial supervision 

upon his release.  It submi�ed that the Ac-

cused has never a�empted to flee and has 

a�ended proceedings when required. It is also 

unlikely that his ill-health will prevent him 

from a�ending hearings. At no stage has the 

Accused encountered any threat to his safety. 

Khieu Samphan’s defence team further argued 

that the unlikelihood that the Trial Chamber 

will render its verdict soon results in an exces-

sively long period of deten�on, in breach of 

the Accused’s fundamental right to a fair and 

expedi�ous trial.  

     The co-prosecutors opposed the applica-

�on, submiAng that all prior jus�fica�ons for 

Khieu Samphan’s con�nued deten�on remain 

valid. They argued that Khieu Samphan’s re-

lease would jeopardize his presence at trial, 

pose an unacceptable risk of interference with 

witnesses or other evidence in Case 002 and 

that there are reasonable concerns over the 

Accused’s safety and disrup�on to public or-

der. The co-prosecutors further submit that 

arguments concerning the length of the Ac-

cused’s trial should be discounted in view of 

the large scale of Case 002, the passage of 

�me since the crimes took place, the volume 

of evidence, the complexity of legal submis-

sions and the number of objec�ons and legal 

arguments filed by all par�es. Accordingly, 

they argued, there has been no “undue delay 

in the conduct of proceedings.”  

remain fit to stand trial un�l the point where 

any of the allega�ons against them can be 

determined finally. If there is no verdict at all 

in Case 002, the vic�ms and the public will be 

deeply disappointed,” the statement read. 

The Chamber explained that uncertainty re-

garding stable funding, the fragile health and 

advanced age of both Accused, and par�cular-

ly of Nuon Chea, all influenced the decision 

not to hold a lengthy trial or to hear all the 

facts. 

     It also noted the diametrically opposed 

posi�ons of the par�es regarding which alle-

ga�ons to include within the first trial in Case 

002. However, inclusion of the allega�ons 

related to popula�on movement and the Tuol 

Po Chrey execu�on site poten�ally involved a 

very large number of vic�ms, and also allow 

for an examina�on of the part played by each 

Accused in the development of policies relat-

ed to these allega�ons.  Trying these alleged 

crimes first also preserves the essen�al chro-

nology of the Indictment.      

     The �me required to conclude the hearing 

     In its reasoning, the Trial Chamber exam-

ined whether there has been a change of 

circumstances rendering provisional deten-

�on no longer necessary and whether the 

length of the Accused’s deten�on remains 

propor�onate to the par�cular circumstanc-

es of the case. The Trial Chamber found that 

there is s�ll a risk that the Accused may not 

appear at trial if released (whether inten-

�onally or otherwise), which, at this ad-

vanced stage of the proceedings, would 

delay the expedi�ous comple�on of the first 

trial in Case 002. It considered the assuranc-

es offered by the Accused and his family to 

be insufficient to outweigh these concerns 

and to warrant release. However, the Trial 

Chamber found that there is insufficient 

grounds to conclude that release would 

pose a material risk to the evidence in Case 

002 or that the Accused’s con�nued deten-

�on can be jus�fied by any threat to his 

safety or to public order. The Trial Chamber 

held that Khieu Samphan’s con�nued de-

ten�on is not dispropor�onate to the cir-

cumstances of the case, which is “an enor-

mous organiza�onal and logis�cal undertak-

ing,” and has proceeded as quickly as possi-

ble and is now approaching its concluding 

phase. The Chamber noted that in cases of 

comparable complexity, provisional deten-

�on exceeding five years had been found 

jus�fied before other courts and tribunals, 

including those trying interna�onal crimes.  

of evidence in the first trial in Case 002 will 

depend on a number of factors, including 

the �me required to conclude any further 

appeals, the health status of the Accused 

and confirma�on that funding issues will 

not affect the availability of essen�al staff.       

     Following direc�ons from the Supreme 

Court Chamber and the request of some 

par�es, the Trial Chamber also a�ached a 

tenta�ve plan for future trials to the sever-

ance decision. It stressed, however, that its 

ability to hold future trials is dependent on 

con�ngencies such as the con�nued fitness 

to stand trial of both Accused and con�nu-

ous donor support to the ECCC.    

     The Trial Chamber will convene a trial 

management mee�ng in the last quarter of 

the year in order to provide the par�es an 

opportunity to discuss the next steps.

59-year-old from Kampot Province, teacher  

 

Can you tell me about your experience under the Khmer Rouge? 

I was a student when the Khmer Rouge took over.  I was forced to work in unbearable heat in the fields.  

Most people starved to death, as we had nothing to eat—not even grass—and some�mes no water to 

drink.  I lost every member of my family, except my mother.  I was also tortured. 

 

How o+en do you a,end the hearings?  How do you feel when you’re here? 

I a�end hearings quite o'en, as I am a civil party representa�ve.  I am very grateful that the court enables 

me to see the accused in person.  We are almost siAng face-to-face. 

 

What do you think about the work of the ECCC?  What would make it a success, in your mind? 

Thus far, I think the court has done its best with Case 001 and Case 002.  Of course, the budgetary problems threaten to interrupt the work.  

I was also disappointed to see Ieng Thirith released.  I fear the court may have to release another defendant in the future. 

Mr Chan Chanty 

46-year-old from Ba,ambang province, bicycle repairman 

 

Can you tell me about your experience under the Khmer Rouge? 

My family was evacuated from our home and forced to move from one place to another.  We had no appar-

ent des�na�on.  Eventually, I was separated from my mother, then my father.  I lost eight family members 

altogether.  I survived under the regime raising pigs. 

 

What made you apply to be a civil party? 

I heard a radio announcement asking people to apply to be civil par�es at the ECCC.  A'er all, I suffered during the Khmer Rouge regime; I 

want to find jus�ce.  But, more than that, I want my children and all young people to understand the past, so they do not follow in the 

footsteps of the Khmer Rouge. 

 

What do you think about the work of the ECCC?  What would make it a success, in your mind? 

First of all, I am very glad the court exists at all, considering that the crimes occurred 30 years ago!  Of course, I am also worried about the 

court’s financial problems, as I’d like to see it fulfill its mandate. 

Ms Chick Sopha 

57-year-old from Ba,ambang Province, food vendor at a school 

 

Can you tell me about your experience under the Khmer Rouge? 

When the Khmer Rouge came to power, there was much starva�on.  Both my mother and father died in 

this way.  My brother was a monk.  He was defrocked and later killed.  I was forced into marriage by the 

regime. 

 

What made you apply to be a civil party? 

I am very happy to have the chance to be a civil party.  To be honest, I never expected a court like the 

ECCC would exist.  Nor did I expect I would be able to par�cipate and follow the proceedings!  Of course, I 

want jus�ce for myself, and I want to ensure that the next genera�on is able to live in peace. 

 

What do you think about the work of the ECCC?  What would make it a success, in your mind? 

Even though the ECCC is slow, it is doing good work.  I don’t think it has found jus�ce for the vic�ms yet, but I s�ll have hope the ECCC will 

fulfill its mandate and deliver jus�ce for people like myself. 

Civil Parties “Grateful” for Court, Still Hoping for Justice  
For the May 2013 Court Report, Public Affairs spoke with a number of civil par�es a,ending the hearings in Case 002.  The interviews—edited for length and style—follow.

In April, the Trial Chamber sat for 10 days in Case 002 against the Accused Nuon Chea and Khieu Samphan. Six witnesses and one civil party

Chhaom Se 

Tes�fied 8 April  

 

Mr Chhaom was a low-level commander 

in the Khmer Rouge military and worked 

as a chairman of the Au Kanseng deten-

�on centre. He answered ques�ons about 

the evacua�on of Phnom Penh and the Communist Party of Kampu-

chea’s process to issue orders. 

Francois Ponchaud 
Tes�fied 9-10 April 

 

Mr Ponchaud is a priest who has been 

living in Cambodia for over 47 years. He 

was among the last group of foreigners to 

be expelled from Cambodia in May 1975, 

a'er having spent weeks in the French 

embassy compound. The author of the book Year Zero, he answered 

ques�ons on the evacua�on of Phnom Penh, and his encounters with 

Khieu Samphan as well as his interviews with soldiers and refugees 

inside and outside Cambodia between 1975 and 1979.  

Chhouk Rin 
Tes�fied 22 and 23 April 

 

Mr Chhouk, a former Khmer Rouge army 

commander, tes�fied about his interac-

�ons with Nuon Chea, the role of Khieu 

Samphan in the CPK and his understanding 

of the CPK command structure. Mr 

Chhouk also answered ques�ons about what he witnessed during the 

evacua�on of Kampot, the content and proceedings of CPK “study 

sessions” and the purges in his district.  

Ung Chhat 
Tes�fied 29 and 30 April  

 

Mr Ung, a former Khmer Rouge soldier, 

tes�fied about what he witnessed in 

rela�on to the capture of Lon Nol sol-

diers and their transporta�on from the 

town of Pursat to the alleged mass execu�on site at Tuol Po Chrey.  

Chuon Thi 
Tes�fied 24 April  

 

Mr Chuon was a ba�alion commander 

and deputy regiment commander under 

the Khmer Rouge. He answered ques�ons 

about the leadership of the CPK, the pro-

cess by which orders were issued and the capture and evacua�on of 

Phnom Penh. He also tes�fied about his unit’s ac�vi�es in various 

provinces and its agricultural assignments, the content of CPK propa-

ganda broadcasts, and the storage and distribu�on of Khmer Rouge 

armaments. 

Ros Suy 
Tes�fied 25 April 

 

Mr Ru, a rice farmer, was chief of a military 

unit overseeing the Khmer Rouge’s network 

of warehouses. Accordingly, he was ques-

�oned on the produc�on, storage, distribu-

�on and export of various resources during the Khmer Rouge era, such 

as rice, fabric, rubber and steel and the alleged role of both Accused in 

rela�on to them. Mr Ros was also ques�oned regarding the disappear-

ance of arrested persons, the evacua�on of Phnom Penh and the de-

nouncement of people as traitors, as well as on Khieu Samphan and 

Nuon Chea’s alleged involvement in study session. 

Sar Sarin, Civil Party 
Tes�fied  29 April 

 

Civil party Mr Sar ini�ally joined the 

Khmer Rouge in the propaganda unit, 

before moving to a special “driving unit” 

where he was required to drive both CPK 

leaders and visi�ng dignitaries as they required. He answered ques-

�ons on early propaganda ac�vity of the Khmer Rouge he witnessed, 

and also the conduct of the visits of foreign dignitaries. He also gave 

tes�mony as to the content and conduct of CPK study sessions.

     Public interest in the ongoing trial of the 

former Khmer Rouge leaders remains high. 

By the end of April, the Trial Chamber con-

cluded 171 trial days, where a total of 61 

witnesses, experts and civil parties have testi-

fied. At this time, a total of 79,022 persons 

have attended the trial hearings in Case 002, 

82% of whom were Cambodian nationals 

brought to the court by the ECCC’s free trans-

portation services.

2013, interna�onal Co-inves�ga�ng Judge 

Mark Harmon accredited and recognized 14 

and 20 civil party lawyers in Case 003 and 

Case 004, respec�vely. Judge Harmon also 

gave instruc�ons to the greffiers to grant the 

lawyers access to the Case File.  

     Judge Harmon issued the two decisions 

a'er he had recorded wri�en records of 

disagreement with na�onal Co-Inves�ga�ng 

Judge You Bunleng. Following the decision, 

the civil party lawyers and their clients will 

have access to confiden�al material on the 

Case Files.  

     In the same decisions, the Vic�ms Support 

Sec�on was instructed to con�nue to accept 

and forward new civil party applica�ons in 

Cases 003 and 004.

     The process of deciding whether a docu-

ment should be classified as public, confiden-

�al or strictly confiden�al is regulated in a 

Prac�ce Direc�on on Classifica�on and Man-

agement of Case-Related Informa�on, adopt-

ed by all judges of the ECCC during a Plenary 

Session. The principle underlying this Prac�ce 

Direc�on is the need to balance the confiden-

�ality of judicial inves�ga�ons and of other 

parts of judicial proceedings which are not 

open to the public with the need to ensure 

transparency of public proceedings and to 

meet the purposes of educa�on and legacy.

Nimes Bar Association Visits ECCC 

Inspired by Outreach, Preah Vihear Villagers Attend Study-Tour 

     Roughly 250 villagers from remote Preah 

Vihear Province visited the Extraordinary 

Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia on 2 

April to learn about the steps being taken to 

bring former Khmer Rouge leaders to jus�ce.  

The villagers, who hail from Cheb District, on 

the border between Cambodia and Laos, rode 

court-provided buses roughly 1,000 km to 

Phnom Penh and back.  

     The visit came a'er an ECCC outreach trip 

to Preah Vihear on 13 March, when Chief of 

Public Affairs Dim Sovannarom spoke to a 

group of 450 district and commune members 

and chiefs, as well as village leaders.  A'er 

the lecture, the Public Affairs delega�on invit-

ed a�endees to come on a “study tour”—a 

tour of S-21, Cheung Ek Killing Fields and the 

ECCC itself.  Shortly therea'er, a number of 

commune chiefs contacted Public Affairs 

about making the trip to Phnom Penh. 

     In the morning of 2 April, the villagers lis-

tened to a Public Affairs lecture on the history 

of the ECCC, beginning with the ini�al agree-

ment between the United Na�ons and Cam-

bodian government and con�nuing up 

through the present day.  Public Affairs mem-

bers went on to explain the court’s man-

date—to try senior leaders and those most 

responsible for the crimes commi�ed during 

the Khmer Rouge era—and its hybrid struc-

ture (i.e. a Cambodian court observing inter-

na�onal legal principles and assisted by inter-

na�onal staff). 

     For villagers touring the ECCC grounds, 

including the public gallery and office build-

ings, the ECCC’s spirit house was a highlight.  

Lok Ta Dam Bang Dek, o'en translated as 

“Lord of the Iron Staff” in English, is the site 

where all ECCC witnesses swear to provide 

truthful tes�mony.  Similar spirit houses, 

which are believed by locals to contain the 

ghosts of righteous individuals, can be seen 

at courts throughout Cambodia.  

     A'er several hours at the courts, the vil-

lagers took guided tours of S-21 and the 

Cheung Ek Killing Fields before making their 

way back to Preah Vihear.

     Sixteen lawyers from the Nimes Bar Associ-

a�on in France visited the Extraordinary 

Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia on 23 

April to learn about the groundbreaking work 

of the tribunal. 

     Members of the Public Affairs Sec�on were 

on hand to greet the lawyers and lead them to 

the public gallery, where they observed for-

mer Khmer Rouge commander Chhouk Rin 

giving tes�mony before the Trial Chamber.  

Following the morning session of the hearing, 

spokesman for the na�onal side Pheaktra 

Neth introduced the Public Affairs Sec�on, 

which organizes tours of S-21 and the 

Choeng Ek Killing Fields, and otherwise en-

sures that informa�on about proceedings is 

disseminated to the public.  The visi�ng 

lawyers expressed their admira�on that, 

since 2009, such efforts have reached 

180,000 Cambodians. 

     In the a'ernoon, the Bar Associa�on 

members enjoyed presenta�ons by Defense 

Support Sec�on representa�ve Eric Husketh, 

who spoke about the importance of fair trial 

rights, and the prosecu�on’s Vincent de 

Wilde.  Lastly, the visitors learned about the 

ECCC’s efforts to directly involve vic�ms in 

judicial proceedings through a joint presen-

ta�on by Lead Co-Lawyers Ang Pich and 

Elisabeth Simonneau-Forte. 

     Chief of delega�on Mr Olivier Goujon 

expressed his apprecia�on, saying his group 

had learned a lot about the tribunal’s pursuit 

of jus�ce for Cambodia.

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Cambodia Defenders Project Screens “Women’s Hearings” Film 
     The Cambodian Defenders Project on 11 

April screened a film by Sopheak Sao that docu-

ments a series of “Women’s Hearings” held 

over the past two years. 

     In the 2011 Women’s Hearing, five brave 

women from Nepal, Bangladesh, Timor-Leste 

and Cambodia shared their stories and experi-

ences of gender-based violence in conflict; in 

the 2012 Women’s Hearing, held on 10-11 

October, five more women repeated the pro-

cess.   

     The film documents the violence the women 

suffered, including rape, forced marriage and 

sexual violence.  It also showed the psychologi-

cal trauma these women dealt with as vic�ms 

of rape. Many had never told their stories prior 

to the Women’s Hearings. They had felt too 

ashamed, even to talk with their families, for 

fear of the s�gma of being a rape vic�m. 

     By breaking their collec�ve silence, these 

women, aged 23-80, were also able to end 

years of imagined isola�on and provide each 

other with mutual support. Chum Ly, a Khmer 

tes�fier, said, “As I listened to some people 

sharing their experiences, I got the feeling 

that issues we face are all about the same.”  

     In the film, the women strongly advocate 

informing future genera�ons of the tragedies 

that occurred, to ensure that they does not 

happen again and to further the healing pro-

cess and to con�nue the fight for jus�ce.

•  Ieng Thirith’s and the Trial Chamber’s 

requests for clarifica�on on the interpre-

ta�on and implementa�on of the Su-

preme Court Chamber’s decision of 14 

December 2012 on the appeal against the 

Trial Chamber’s order to uncondi�onally 

release Ieng Thirith. 

 

     On 23 April, the Supreme Court Cham-

ber also became seized of a request from 

the Co-Prosecutors for an urgent order to 

the Trial Chamber to issue a reasoned 

decision on the severance of Case 002. 

Three days later, the Trial Chamber issued 

its reasoned decision in wri�ng on the 

severance of Case 002.  

     On 30 April, the Supreme Court Cham-

ber granted, in part, Khieu Samphan’s 

request for trilingual no�fica�on of the 

Supreme Court Chamber’s decisions, and 

decided to henceforth issue its decisions 

and orders in all three official languages of 

the ECCC (English, French and Khmer) 

where circumstances permit.  

     Khieu Samphan’s appeal and the re-

quests for clarifica�on remain under con-

sidera�on.

     Case 002:  The OCP con�nued to li�-

gate Case 002 both in the courtroom and 

through wri�en submissions to the Trial 

Chamber and Supreme Court Chamber. In 

court, the OCP par�cipated in the ques-

�oning of Witnesses Chhaom Se, Francois 

Ponchaud, Ros Suy, Ung Chat, and civil 

party Sar Sarin, and par�cipated in a hear-

ing regarding Khieu Samphan’s request 

for provisional release. 

     Through filings, the OCP addressed a 

number of ma�ers: filing a request to 

admit 26 newly-available diploma�c ca-

bles from the United States Embassy in 

Phnom Penh and the US Secretary of 

State wri�en during the 1973-1975 �me 

period; filing a request for an extension of 

�me to ques�on two witnesses; a re-

sponse to a request by the Defence for 

Khieu Samphan seeking to put before the 

Trial Chamber excerpts of a videotaped 

interview with the late King Father No-

rodom Sihanouk; a revised list of witness 

statements and complaints that the Co-

Prosecutors seek to have admi�ed as 

evidence; a request to clarify the Closing 

Order paragraphs included in the re-

severed Case 002/01; and a request to the 

Trial Chamber to issue its wri�en reasons 

for its decision to re-sever Case 002. The 

OCP also filed a request to the Supreme 

Court Chamber for an order to the Trial 

Chamber to issue a reasoned decision on 

its re-severance of Case 002. 

     Case 003: The OCP con�nues to ana-

lyze the evidence in and monitor the pro-

gress of Case File 003. 

     Case 004: The OCP con�nues to ana-

lyze the evidence in and monitor the pro-

gress of Case File 004. 

     During the month of April, the interna-

�onal side of the Office of the Co-

Inves�ga�ng Judges con�nued the inves�-

ga�on of Case Files 003 and 004.  

     The Interna�onal Co-Inves�ga�ng 

Judge issued two decisions regarding Case 

003. OCIJ interna�onal inves�gators went 

on one field mission, recording two wit-

ness statements.  

     The Interna�onal Co-Inves�ga�ng 

Judge issued two decisions regarding Case 

004. OCIJ interna�onal inves�gators went 

on three field missions, recording ten wit-

ness statements.  

     Regarding both Case 003 and 004, the 

Legal Unit and Analysts Unit are assessing 

civil party applica�ons for both their ad-

missibility and eviden�ary value. 

     The Analysts Unit con�nues conduc�ng 

on-site reviews of documentary evidence 

provided by external sources. Over 2,500 

files have been reviewed in total; 284 files 

(628 documents) were iden�fied as being 

relevant to the ongoing inves�ga�ons in 

Cases 003 and 004.  

     The Legal Unit welcomed the arrival of 

two new legal officers: Ms Emma Jane 

Pountney (Bri�sh na�onal) and Ms Julie 

Bardeche (French na�onal).  Throughout 

April, efforts to fill the remaining vacant 

posts on the interna�onal side of the 

Office of the Co-Inves�ga�ng Judges con-

�nued.  

     The Interna�onal Co-Inves�ga�ng 

Judge has reached out to representa�ves 

of the interna�onal community for funds 

to recruit a small team of young Cambodi-

an lawyers to work on the processing of 

civil party applica�ons, which have already 

passed the number of 1,200 for the two 

cases. To date, those efforts have not 

been successful.

     In late March the Khieu Samphan De-

fence filed a mo�on for the immediate 

release of the  accused on bail.

April, Na�onal Lead Co-Lawyer 

Pich Ang coordinated the selec�on of two 

civil party representa�ves to be inter-

viewed by CNC Television about their ex-

periences during the Khmer Rouge re-

gime. 

     Over the course of the month, the Na-

�onal Lead Co- Lawyeralso gave two press 

interviews.  First, speaking to CNC Televi-

sion on 23 April, he provided an update on 

the status of proceedings in Case 002/01 

and commented on the LCLs examina�ons 

of witnesses and what civil par�es hope to 

gain from the current trial.   Later, as a 

guest on the “Truth Program” (Women’s 

Radio FM 102) on 26 April, he discussed 

why crimes of sexual violence are not a 

part of the current proceedings before the 

ECCC and listened to accounts of sexual 

violence which took place during the Dem-

ocra�c Kampuchea regime.    

 

Repara ons 

     Throughout the month, lawyers for the 

civil par�es con�nued working with the 

Vic�ms Support Sec�on (VSS) and civil 

society partners to develop repara�ons 

projects for the current case. Budgets and 

project plans were finalized in mee�ngs 

held this month and approaches were 

made to several poten�al project donors.

deten�on of the accused was excessive 

and violated his fundamental right to a 

fair and expedi�ous trial. It further con-

tended that Khieu Samphan had never 

a�empted to flee and always par�cipated 

in the proceedings. The Trial Chamber 

heard oral arguments on 11 April  and 

issued a decision on 26 April rejec�ng the 

applica�on, concluding that the provision-

al deten�on is not excessive but required 

due to the late stage of the proceedings 

and that the undertakings by the accused 

to appear in the Court are not sufficient to 

outweigh these concerns. 

     Also on 26 April, the Trial Chamber 

issued its reasoned decision on the 

severance of Case 002. The defence teams 

differed in their arguments. Nuon Chea’s 

defence team opposed the severance, 

although it had ini�ally supported it, 

arguing that hearing Case 002 in its 

en�rety would be the only just way to 

ensure that accused will present a 

coherent defence. Khieu Samphan’s 

defence team argued that the Trial 

Chamber should issue an individual 

severance for him due to the health 

condi�ons of other co-accused, which 

regularly  delay proceedings. 

     The Trial Chamber stated that the 

charges in the first trial of Case 002 will be 

limited to the alleged crimes against 

humanity arising from the movement of 

the popula�on from Phnom Penh and 

later from the other regions, and 

execu�on of Khmer Republic soldiers at 

Tuol Po Chrey execu�on site immediately 

a'er the Khmer Rouge takeover in 1975. 

The main reasons given were the 

complexity of the Closing Order in Case 

002/01, the health condi�ons of the co-

accused, and the interests of jus�ce. 

in verifying Case 003 and 004 civil party 

lawyers and helped three current lawyers 

renew their IDs. 

 

Outreach 

     Four-hundred and three civil par�es 

who a�ended hearings in April had the 

opportunity to meet with their lawyers. All 

civil par�es who a�ended through the U.N. 

Trust Fund to End Violence against Women 

met civil party lawyers and TPO staff for a 

pre- and post-hearing briefing.

2 April 2013: Second Decision on Accused Nuon Chea’s Fitness to Stand 

Trial (E256/5) 

 

The Trial Chamber affirmed its earlier finding that the Accused Nuon 

Chea is capable of meaningful par�cipa�on in his own defence and is 

therefore fit to stand trial. Addi�onally, the Trial Chamber denied the 

defence’s request to order addi�onal mental and physical examina-

�ons of the Accused, as well as the defence’s request to permit the 

par�cipa�on of the Accused in the trial proceedings from the deten-

�on facility. Further, the Trial Chamber directed the Medical Unit and 

deten�on facility, with the assistance of the Office of Administra�on, 

to implement the recommenda�ons of the medical experts set out in 

paragraphs 17, 19,20, and 21 of the Expert Report of March 2013. 

 

26 April 2013: Decision on Khieu Samphan's Applica�on for Immediate 

Release (E275/1) 

 

The Trial Chamber ordered the con�nued deten�on of Khieu Samphan 

pursuant to Internal Rule 63 (3) (b)(iii): to ensure his presence during 

the proceedings.  

 

26 April 2013: Decision on Severance of Case 002 Following Supreme 

Court Chamber Decision of 8 February 2013 (E284) 

  

The Trial Chamber decided that it was in the interests of jus�ce to 

sever the proceedings in Case 002. Accordingly, it severed proceedings 

in this case pursuant to Internal Rule 89ter.  It decided that the scope 

of the first trial in Case 002 shall comprise the por�ons of the Closing 

Order pertaining to forced movement phases one and two, execu�ons 

commi�ed at Toul Po Chrey in the a'ermath of the evacua�on of 

Phnom Penh. 

30 April 2013: Decision on Request by the Defence for Khieu Sam-

phan for Trilingual No�fica�on of the Supreme Court Chamber’s 

Decisions (E163/5/1/15) 

 

The Supreme Court Chamber granted the Request in part and de-

cided to henceforth issue, on a case-by-case basis and where cir-

cumstances permit, its decisions and orders in all three working 

languages of the ECCC. 

1 April 2013: Lawyer's Recogni�on Decision Concerning All Civil 

Party Applica�ons on Case File No.004 (D126) 

  

Interna�onal Co-Inves�ga�ng Judge Mark B. Harmon accredited 

and recognised the 20 lawyers duly admi�ed to the list of lawyers 

willing to represent vic�ms before the ECCC, the lawyers for the 14 

civil party applicants and all other pending civil party applicants and 

admi�ed civil par�es who have designated them, or who may do so 

in the future, for the purposes of the judicial inves�ga�on before 

the ECCC in Case File No.004. Mr Harmon instructed the OCIJ 

greffiers to grant access to the Case File to the recognized lawyers, 

and invited the ECCC Vic�m Support Sec�on to con�nue to accept 

and forward to the OCIJ any new civil party applica�ons they re-

ceive up un�l 15 days a'er the issue of any no�fica�on of the con-

clusion of the judicial inves�ga�on in Case File 004.
