Toeung.

Counsel for Nuon Chea, you may now proceed.

MR. SON ARUN:

Good morning, Mr. President, Your Honours. Yesterday, my
co-counsel put some questions for about an hour. This morning,
with the Court's leave, I would like to take 15 to 20 minutes for
putting the rest of the questions to this witness.

Counsel for the civil party, you may now proceed.

MS. SIMONNEAU-FORT:

Good morning, Mr. President. Good morning to everybody. I see
that the witness does not have a lawyer present to assist him. I
just wanted to make quite sure that he actually intended not to
have his lawyer with him and, if that is not in fact the case,
then I should -- I think we should take steps to make sure that
he does have his lawyer with him. Thank you.

MR. PRESIDENT:

First, the Chamber grants some time, 15 to 20 minutes, for

Mr. Saut Toeung, the Chamber has noted that you are not
accompanied by your lawyer as you did yesterday. Are you fine to
respond to questions put to you without a lawyer present near
you? The Chamber has noted that, even though your -- the lawyer
was next to you, you appear to be confident in responding to all
the questions, and the Chamber would like to know whether you
feel fine by not having his presence next to you, today, to
respond to questions.
MR. SAUT TOEUNG:
I am fine, but I will only respond to questions that I can
respond to and won't respond to some that I cannot.

Is it correct to say that you do not need a lawyer as you wanted
yesterday?
MR. SAUT TOEUNG:
I can go without him today.
MR. PRESIDENT:
Thank you.

You can push aside the
monitors so that the console is visible enough to the Bench.

We would like now to hand over to national counsel for Nuon Chea
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to put questions to the witness.

QUESTIONING BY MR. SON ARUN:

Mr. Saut Toeung, I am counsel for Nuon Chea and I have just a few
questions, four questions in total, and I will be putting the
questions in 15 minutes.

Q. How long had you been working closely with Nuon Chea?

MR. SAUT TOEUNG:

A. I had been working with him since 1975 through '77 and 1978,
but I don't remember the details.

Q. Through my observation and having reviewed your biography, you
appear to have known Mr. Nuon Chea very well.

Can you tell the Court whether Nuon Chea is a cruel person or he
is a person who wishes to educate people to be good?

A. When he was in power, he was a good person. He provided good
education to us. I don't know other things, other -- other than
that.

Q. You had been close to him almost every time. Had you ever
heard from any other people that Nuon Chea had sent people to
S-21, sending them to Duch, for example?

A. I have never heard any of this.

Q. Yesterday, both the prosecutors, the Lead Co-Lawyers for the
civil parties, and my co-counsel put some questions to you

already, but I wish to remind you —-- refresh some memories so
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that you can respond to another question concerning your oath you
took before the Co-Investigating Judges. Do you still remember
you had to take an oath before you gave interviews to the
Co-Investigating Judges?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. When taking an oath, did you take it wvoluntarily, willingly,
or you done by being prompted what you supposed to say?

A. I did not quite understand the oath notes, but I was asked to
take an oath anyway because, otherwise, things would never be
resolved.

Q. Could you please clarify for us that you had to really take an
oath and that you could not go without it? Why?

A. Back then, I did not quite understand the procedure.

Q. Were you compelled to take an ocath or were you taking an —-
the ocath freely?

A. No, I was not forced to take an oath; I was just instructed or
told to take the oath.

Q. Do you recall that a piece of paper with notes written on it
given to you and you were asked to read from it? Is that so, or
was the note read out to you and you repeat it?

A. The note was —-- was read out to me.

Q. So you did not understand what you were read to, don't you?

A. I don't understand the wordings of the ocath. I said I don't

understand because I was asked to take an oath for the fact that
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I stopped killing people.

Q. So I do not presume, but I can conclude that you took an oath
based on what you read out to, and you took the oath without
understanding the content of the oath, and you just repeated what
being read out to you; 1is that a fair conclusion?

A. Yes, it is, because I didn't understand it.

MR. PRESIDENT:

Counsel for the civil party, you may now proceed.

MS. SIMONNEAU-FORT:

Thank you, Mr. President. I was just waiting for the French
translation, which came at the same time as the witness' answer,
but I would like to lodge an objection with this question, which
is, as 1t seems to me, something that is highly suggestive and is
guiding the witness towards a certain objective, and I don't
think that kind of question should be asked.

I'm sorry that the interpretation didn't come through on time,
but I'm sure that's not the fault of the interpreters. Thank you.

MR. PRESIDENT:

Counsel, you should also be aware of the Court procedures
concerning the oath taking under the Court of Criminal Procedure.
The court clerks, or greffiers, are responsible for advising —--
rather, for assisting the witness —-- or a witness during the

oath-taking procedure. And the text of the oath would be picked
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and read out to the witness who does not read or write. If
witness is able to read or write, then he or she is expected to
read the oath directly.

This is not different when it comes to the oath taken by people
who are the followers of other religions, because this ocath would
be read out by a court greffier and that the procedures of the
oath taking would be read out or explained to witness before the
procedure takes place.

Yesterday, you said, when addressing the questions from the
Prosecution and the civil parties' counsels —-- you indicated that
sometimes you got letters from Nuon Chea to Duch; it was on three
occasions. Sometimes you responded that four to five times;
sometimes you said you did not get any letters from Nuon Chea to
Duch.

So, to be clear, could you please tell the Court whether you got
any letters from Nuon Chea to Duch? Yes or no?

MR. PRESIDENT:

International Co-Prosecutor, you may now proceed.

I
just wish to ensure whether it is true that witness really did
say SO or not.

sometimes I got them directly from him.

The questions were asked
already, previously.

Could the President advise counsel —-- or counsel be advised by
the Bench to refrain from these questions?

MR. SON ARUN:

(Microphone not activated)

MR. PRESIDENT:

Counsel Son Arun, please make sure your mic is activated before
you speak.

By the same token, did you ever deliver messages,
or letters, or documents from Mr. Ieng Sary to other cadres?
A. No, never.

Thank you. That is all for me. I have no further question on
behalf of Mr. Ieng Sary.
My esteemed colleague, Mr. Karnavas, and myself are very thankful
for your presence before this Court, and your testimony is very
important to ascertain the truth. And I wish you a safe return
back home. Thank you.
MR. PRESIDENT:
The proceedings on the hearing of testimony of the witness, which
was scheduled to take place the whole morning, is concluded
earlier than scheduled, so the Chamber decides to adjourn the
hearing. And the -- the Court will resume on Monday, the 23rd of
April 2012, starting from 9 a.m. in the morning.
And the Chamber wishes to take this opportunity to advise parties
that, from next week on, we will hear the witness TCW-586, and

the proceeding will begin by the questions put by the Prosecution
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and then follow by other parties.
